Horses and ponies must be shown in a suitable bridle or halter and must be in the handler’s control at
all times. Unmanageable horses will be excused.

Please note that shavings are not included with the
stall rental. A limited amount of shavings will be made available on site for purchase. Please book the
stalls when making your entry.
